The Plaintiff and Defendant’s Affidavits of Financial Disclosure requesting temporary order(s) 
were filed August 22, 2024 and September 4, 2024 respectively.  Plaintiff filed a Motion for Temporary 
Orders requesting supervised parenting time on August 30, 2024. Based on the Affidavits and the 
August 30, 2024 Motion for Temporary Orders, the Court orders the following: 
 

IT IS ORDERED that plaintiff is awarded temporary custody of the minor child, LUCIE HOPIE 
SULLIVAN, born 06/04/2021.   Defendant shall be entitled to parenting time at Erma’s House.  An Order 
for Supervised Parenting Time shall be issued by separate order. Each party will pay their own 
application costs. 
 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that both parties must immediately notify the Court and the opposing 
party or attorney, of any change of employment status or change of circumstances that might affect 
support rights and obligations.  Support may be modified to the date of the change of circumstances, 
whether or not timely notice is provided as ordered. 
 
 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED the Support Enforcement Agency shall take NO enforcement 
action on temporary support orders.  Any arrearage will be resolved at the time of the final 
hearing.  
 
 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that all temporary support orders shall remain in effect until the date 
permanent support orders become effective, or until otherwise terminated or modified by further Court 
Order.
